Academy Levels:

Level 1 - Students successfully complete FYEX (3 total)

Level 2 - Students successfully complete an
additional 6 ACE or other college credits (9 total)

Level 3 - Students successfully complete an
additional 17 ACE or other college credits (26 total)

Level 4 - Students successfully complete an
additional 25 ACE or other college credits. All of
the required credits per subject area and electives
must be included (51 total)




Cost:

Current ACE tuition for Prattsburgh students
is $18/credit hour (includes fees and
textbooks).
