Capital Reserve Fund

● Existing Capital Reserve expires May 2023.
○ No additional funds can be transferred into existing fund; however, with 

community approval, funds may be expended from the expired reserve.

● Recommend establishing a new 10-year Capital 
Reserve at May 2023 vote.
○ No monies have been allocated for the Capital Reserve in the 2023-24 

budget; however, B.O.E. can determine how much to fund reserve subject 
to its terms if/when funding becomes available.

○ Voter approval is required to establish & expend these funds in accordance 

with permissible uses.
