FJC PROGRAM DESIGNATED
A NYS MoDEL PROGRAM

In its second year, the Frank J. Carasiti Elementary School prekindergarten program’s

success has allowed for a doubling in enrollment in just one year. The Early Learning
Institute, which reports to the New York State Department of Education, has also recognized this growing program as a model for the state
in terms of its “Best Practices,” namely for parent involvement and language intervention services for Spanish-speaking students.
District Coordinator of Reading K-12 and Compensatory Services, Maria Dorr, wrote the grants to fund the
prekindergarten program and now oversees its operation. She explained that state funding totals $2,700 per student, and
ten percent of the allotted funds must be allocated to local preschool programs within the school district boundaries.
I N S I D E In the 2007-08 school year, the prekindergarten program enrolled 36 students in two classrooms, each room
housing 18 students, one teacher, and one teacher aide. Because of strong community interest in the program,

there were 155 applicants for the school’s 72 slots this school year.

DISTRICT SECURES MENTOR GRANT

The district is the proud
recipient of a $75,000 Mentor
Teacher Intern Program Grant to
provide mentoring to new teachers.
District Assistant Superintendent
for Human Resources and
Administration, Dr. Sherry J.
Alessandro, stated that the Mentor
Teacher Intern Program Grant is competitive and is allotted to districts to
offset salaries, supplies, conferences, substitutes for release time, and other
content-specific areas.

Since 2005, the district has received $30,000 annually for the mentoring
program, which has culminated this school year in the maximum benefit
allowable through the program and the New York State Education
Department. The grant stipulates that the monies be utilized to mentor teachers
who have earned an initial teaching certificate. The grant does include, however,
additional mentoring provisions for first and second-year teachers who have not
yet been mentored.

On October 3, the district provided a full day of training for veteran teachers
and new teachers who are being mentored (pictured). This year, seven high school
and middle school teachers will mentor 15 teachers with new certification.

NATIONAL TRAGEDY

Rocky Point High School hosted a 9/11 Commemorative assembly with
World Trade Center (WTC) survivor and speaker Chris Hardej and
members of Veterans of Foreign War (VFW) Post 6249 of Rocky Point.
Mr. Hardej’s personal account of his escape from Tower One became a somber
and fascinating living history lesson for the junior and senior class, who were
in elementary school when the terrorist attack shook the world and the nation.

The ability to escape was a matter of being prepared and a great deal of
luck, said Mr. Hardej, who was working for the New York Metropolitan
Transportation Council on the 82nd floor of WTC One at the time.
Currently an Air National Guardsman with the 106th Rescue Unit located
in Westhampton, Mr. Hardej has been deployed on several military
missions, including Operation Southern Watch, Operation Northern Watch,
and Operation Iraqi Freedom. The Brooklyn resident is also a Ground Zero
