                      photography
course description:  This is a course in black and white photography which concentrates on many areas of photography: technical skills, creativity, composition and some alternative processes.  This course requires not only classroom lectures and demos, but also 3-4 hours weekly spent processing film, working in the darkroom and shooting your assignments for homework on our own time. The bi-weekly assignments are designed to build technical skills and creative expression.  
It is crucial to keep up with every project, as the critiques for each assignment provide substantial information and feedback on each individual’s work. 

Basic materials will be provided to each student for this course in limited amounts depending on the assignment at hand. Students will be required to keep a 3 ring binder with binder paper for notes, handouts and photo storage.  Materials such as a 35mm camera with manual functions, will also be provided.
The darkroom will be open during class on a sign-up basis and during tutorial.  It is your responsibility to schedule your darkroom time wisely so as to not fall behind.  Late assignments will be penalized with a grade reduction.  

Advanced Photography is a continuation of Photo 1 with opportunities for more in depth study, alternative techniques, portfolio growth and personal expression.
