Range of Assignments that will be due for 6th Grade ELA on a consistent basis:

Reader’s Journal:

The Reader’s Journal for Independent Reading, which is done in class, will be due on Fridays.  The student is responsible for taking credible and thoughtful notes on a post-it throughout the week during Independent Reading time.   To earn a 90% or higher in the Reader’s Journal, the student should have twenty notes (they may write a couple of notes per post-it sheet if they wish).  Once the notes are complete, the student will place the note in their journal and extend their thoughts by explaining why they took the note. Please see the example below:
