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If any person disrupts or obstructs any school program, activity, or meeting, or threatens to do so, or commits, threatens to imminently commit, or incites another to commit any act that will disturb or interfere with, or obstruct any lawful task, function, process or procedure, of any student, official, employee or invitee of the District, the staff member in charge shall immediately notify the administrator, or supervisor on duty at the time. He or she may notify local law enforcement authorities of the incident as needed.

The administrator or supervisor in charge may ask the party or parties involved to leave the school grounds or area where the activity is taking place. In the case of repeated violations those causing the infraction may be denied access from any or all school/district grounds or school/district activities.

The staff member in charge shall make a written report detailing the incident not later than twenty-four (24) hours from when the incident occurred.  A copy of the report shall be given to the staff member’s immediate supervisor.

In cases where violations of policy warrant, law enforcement shall be called and those individuals in violation of this policy shall be escorted off district grounds and may be prosecuted according to state law.
