Procedure

a positive change over a 3-5 year period of time in one of the following categories:
a. Student Achievement
b. Connecting the Community to Schools
c. Education Advocate
d. Career and Technical Education

2. Describe the evaluation process of the program/project and the results
over a 3-5 year period of time. (One page limit)

3. Provide a brief background of the nominee and their relationship to public education

4. Submit a high-resolution headshot of the nominee

Criteria

Identified nominees’ programs and projects must have been in place for a minimum of three
years and include evaluation information on success in one of the identified categories.

Nominations must be submitted no later than Friday, October 20, 2023.
