19 by providing evidence-based interventions, such as summer learning, extended day 
comprehensive after-school programs, and/or extended school year programs that 
respond to students’ academic, social, and emotional needs and address 
disproportionate impact of coronavirus on student populations as defined in ESEA, Title 
I, Part A; students experiencing homelessness; and youth in foster care.  
 
Tentative Plans:  
1. Provide additional diagnostic and intervention strategies in reading and math to assist 
with targeted small group instruction.  
2. Professional development: Reading Academies and Blended Learning school-wide 
initiatives.  
3. Facilities upgrades to help with mitigation, air quality, usable space.  
4. Summer learning for K-12.
