Gaining Early Awareness and Readiness for
Undergraduate Programs (GEAR UP) is a competitive
federal program that provides multi-year grants to
education/ community partnerships and states to
increase the number of low-income students who are
prepared to enter and succeed in postsecondary
education.

CFES: Brilliant Pathways received its first GEAR UP
grant in the fall of 2018. The seven-year, $11.6
million award is used to provide direct services to
over 2,000 students and their families each year
through partnerships with seven school districts in the
Adirondacks region. The program serves students in
grades 1st through 7th and follows them for the
duration of the seven-year grant.

With additional in-kind contributions from nonprofits,
businesses and higher education partners in the area,
as well as a commitment of support from schools,
investment in the future of your child’s education is
our shared vision.

CFES Brilliant Pathways is a non-profit organization
based in Essex, NY that works with school districts
throughout the United States to help students become
college and career ready. Since its start in 1991, CFES
has helped nearly 100,000 students from 1,500
schools discover new career pathways and the tools
necessary to make informed decisions about
postsecondary education.
