Parent Pick Up Procedures

Students at dismissal will line up in three to four rows parallel to the car lanes;
while in line, students will maintain proper physical distance.

Prior to students being allowed to enter their vehicle, parents should text their
student(s), telling them which numbered zone they have arrived at. Zones are
marked on poles on the right-hand side of PPU.

The first whistle (two quick whistles), releases students to enter their respective
vehicle.

Once all students are loaded, school officials in charge of PPU will whistle
again (one long whistle ) to signal that it is now safe for all loaded cars to
proceed.

Following the second whistle, the entire pickup line moves forward to initiate
the next loading sequence.
