LESSON OBJECTIVES:
· Identify the parts and purpose of a podcast.

· Write a script for a podcast.

· Create/record a podcast in Audacity.

· Add effects and edit tracks to a podcast.

ANTICIPATORY SET:

MATERIALS/TECHNOLOGY NEEDED:

· Computer workstation

· Audacity software application

· Headsets with Microphones

· Access to students’ directory on the network for file sharing.

REVIEW:
· Name the three main credit reporting agencies.

· What is the general rule:  how much credit card debt should a consumer hold?

· What is a podcast and what is its purpose?
TEACHER INPUT:
· Open Audacity under the applications folder on your novel network screen. 
· Using Audacity open Credit Reports podcast in your directory or on the students drive in Business folder under Sawyer.
Using the LCD projector and Credit Reports podcast demonstrate:
· The selection tool, envelope tool, & the time shift tool
· Inserting music
· Selecting parts of a track to review content to delete

· Adjusting the length of a track

· Adding effects to the music

· Moving tracks (setting up the timing)
· Starting and stopping a recording

GUIDED PRACTICE:

Using the podcast planning sheet, audacity program and the music tracks you downloaded your team will:

· Open Audacity

· Save Audacity file to the students directory as your name
· Import music file
· Add cross fade out to music track

· Record Introductions
· Start and stop recording to record different speakers

· Select parts of a track to review content to delete

· Adjust the length of a track

· Move tracks (setting up the timing)
INDEPENDENT PRACTICE:

· For homework…take home your podcast planning sheet.  Practice your individual speaking parts out loud.  Make any additions, changes, edits, etc. for Monday.  Remember:  you are not to read directly off your script…you need to know your content.
CLOSURE:

· Group, pair, share.  Give me 1-5 fingers (one being the lowest…5 being the highest).  How comfortable are you with this new program?   
· Monday – record remaining parts of your podcast.  
· Tuesday – make changes, edits, etc.  Export as an MP3.
