What happens if voters do not approve 
the proposed budget?

• Put the same budget back before the voters

• Reduce the budget and ask the voters to approve the
reduced budget

• Go directly to a contingent budget with no revote

• A district that adopts a contingency budget may not increase
its current tax levy by any amount, which would be a
reduction of $2.46 million.

• A district may not purchase equipment and there is no
community use of facilities unless groups or organizations
pay all associated costs.

• Reductions from program and administration would need to
be made to be in compliance with spending caps.

• The Board of Education determines which appropriations
constitute ordinary contingent expense.
