The Senior Class Council also sent another survey to the entire Class of 2024 regarding cap and gown
selection. Students will decide whether the class will wear one similar red gown with a white striped sleeve,
or continue with solid red or solid white caps and gowns, giving all students the option of choosing their
preferred color.
