2-Year Florida College Plan Scholarship valued at $8,000 to an 11" grade student in the District.

A Florida Prepaid 2-Year Florida College Plan covers tuition and other specified fees at any of 28 Florida
public colleges for 60 credit hours.

Overview:

Designed to encourage CCPS students considering education as a career path to enter college upon high school
graduation, the goal of the scholarship is to bring CCPS graduates back “home” to teach in one of the District’s
schools.
